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Abstract

Currently, Japanese philosophy is a subject that is broadly studied in Thailand. However, the
advance and the progression of the knowledge obtained by the studies in Thailand has never been
explored. The aim of this research is to provide a synthesis of knowledge of the Japanese philosophy,
which is published in Thailand. Qualitative content analysis and descriptive statistics by percentage
were used as major tools to categorized the source of knowledge. As a result of this research, it has been
found that there are 268 items, which are relevant to knowledge about Japanese, were published during
year 1917 and up to mid of year 2017. Unfortunately, there are 66 items among total that are
significantly relevant to Japanese philosophy and there are only 13 items (or 19.69 percentage of the 66
significant items) can be considered to have direct connection to Japanese philosophy. Besides of those,
the indirect content can be categorized as the following. It was found that 43 items (65.15 percentage)
are relevant to Japanese conceptual thought, 5 items ( 7.58 percentage) are relevant to history of
Iapanese thought, and 5 items (7.58 percentage} are relevant to Japanese life view. Moreover, it has
been found that there are 13 items, which are published in Thai, to study into the content of 6 Japanese
philosopher, A summarize can be given as follows: Dogen ( 35, 71 percentage) , Rinzai { 21.43
percentage), Shinran (14,29 percentage), D.T. Suzuki { 14.29 percentage), Fukuzawa Yukichi (7.14
percentage), and Watsuji Tetsuro (7,14 percentage). Thus, by the contents of knowledge and the number
of literatures, it can be supposed that Thailand does not have much advance and progression in the

knowledge about Japanese philosophy.
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
