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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to assess the critical thinking of Thai
undergraduate students in private Thai universities in Bangkok. The population
studied was 6,436 English major students in the faculty of Humanities and Liberal
Arts in a total of 12 private universities in Bangkok which offer analytical and critical
reading courses to their English major students. The selected sample was 400 English
major students who studied analytical and critical reading courses in 4 private
universities in Bangkok taken from purposive sampling. The rescarch instrument was
an analytical and critical reading test. Collected data analyzed by mean, standard
deviation and statistical analysis of variance (ANOVA).

The result of the study showed that critical thinking of Thai undetgraduate
students in private universities was at a low level with the mean score of 5.93 marks
(from the total score of 15) with a standard deviation 0f 2.67
